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Instruction on mobile voting
1. In the event of voters, for health reasons or any other reasonable excuses (patients staying at home, elderly people), being physically unable to come to the polling station, PEB appoints based on their written request, at least 2 PEB members to go with the mobile box and with the necessary materials to the place where these voters are.

2. Following persons are entitled to vote using the mobile box:

- Persons receiving treatment at the hospitals located in the precinct of their residence and are included in the basic voters list;

 - Persons under arrest before the pronouncement of court sentence, persons condemned to prison (incarceration) whose sentence final, persons serving sanctions for administrative offence, persons condemned to prison (incarceration) by a definitive court decision, who are detained at the penitentiary institutions;

- Voters with the right to vote who are receiving treatment at the curing stations, sanatoriums or hospitals on the territory of Moldova but outside the location of their permanent residence on the voting day.

3. Persons with vision disabilities (blind people) will be able to submit requests for mobile box verbally.
First paragraph of point 3 was introduced by the CEC decision 3736 of 29.10.2010
Requests for mobile box voting can be submitted to the PEB in writing starting 14 days before the Election Day and by 18.00 on the day before the Election Day.
On the election day, written requests can be made until 3 p.m. if the medical certificate is presented.

Written requests for mobile voting are submitted individually by the soliciting voters. Persons incapable of submitting the request for mobile voting individually, for health or other reasonable excuses, can submit the request through the member of the family or can request assistance of a social assistance from Mayor’s Office.

PEB will draw up Register of voters’ requests for mobile voting, as indicated in the attachment no.2 of this Instruction.

4. Voters that submitted requests for mobile voting, as indicated at point 3 of this Instruction, shall vote according to the mobile voting drawn up by the PEB. Persons that are not registered in this list, will not be able to vote by mobile box procedure.

5. Voters can withdraw the request for mobile voting, by a written request submitted to the PEB, if the reason for requesting the mobile box disappeared.

The request to withdraw the request for mobile voting shall be submitted in writing, to the PEB by 18.00 of the day before the Election Day.

PEB receiving the request for withdrawn of mobile box request, shall write “Retras” (withdrawn) in the Register of voters’ requests for mobile voting, in “Note” section. These voters shall vote on the basic voters’ list.

6. Voters specified at point 2 let. b) and c) of this Instruction are registered by the head of respective institutions in the supplementary list.

On the Election Day, PEB members bring the mobile ballot-box and the supplementary voters list to the institutions mentioned above.

7.  Number of issued ballots must correspond to the number of voters who requested mobile box. Ballots are issued to the PEB members according to the Register for issuing ballots, as indicated in the attachment no.3 of this Instruction.

8. Number of mobile boxes is determined by PEB decision, as indicated in the attachment no. 4 of this Instruction.

9. On the Election Day, at 7.00 am, Chairperson of the PEB, in the presence of at least half of the PEB members  and accredited observers, verifies the mobile box, seals it, verifies the list of voters who requested mobile box, verifies the number of ballots and “Votat” (“Voted”) stamp and the stamp confirming voting on the respective day.

10. In order to assure a good functioning of the PEB on the election day, members appointed to go with the mobile box, can be accompanied by persons entitled to assist at electoral operations.  PEB members administering mobile box have to be back to the polling station by 21: 00.

11. In order to avoid erroneous fill out of ballot, PEB members appointed to go with the mobile box, shall explain voting procedure to the voter, without influencing the voter.

12. When the PEB Chairperson authorizes taking the mobile box out, along with the list of voters who requested the mobile box, this fact is announced to the persons entitled to be present during electoral procedures.  These persons are entitled to escort the mobile box. The refusal of these persons to escort the mobile box will not be an impediment for the electoral body to conduct the mobile voting.

13. After mobile box voting, unused ballots are returned to the polling station. This fact is recorded in the PEB report.

14. After the voting is over, at 21: 00 hours, the PEB Chairperson in the presence of the persons entitled to be present during electoral procedures, verifies the integrity of the seal applied on the mobile box. After verifying the seal, PEB chairperson, in the presence of the PEB members and persons entitled to be present during electoral procedures opens the mobile box and counts the ballots.

Ballots from mobile boxes initially are counted separately, are compared to the number of issued ballots, are then added to the rest of ballots in order to count votes obtained by electoral contestants for Parliamentary and local elections, and, consequently, “For” or “Against” votes for Referendums.

According to the Art. 56 of the Election Code, after counting ballots from the mobile box, regular voting boxes are open. 
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
